Taking the time to relax your mind and body is a vital part of stress 
management. Below are three relaxation techniques you can make 
use of if you are feeling a little stressed or overwhelmed. You will 
need to find a place free from distractions before you begin.

PROGRESSIVE MUSCLE RELAXATION
1. Wear comfortable clothing and sit or lie down.

2. Starting with the face muscles, frown hard for 10 seconds and then relax.

3.  Work other muscles in your body (chest, arms, legs, shoulders, etc.) by tensing them for  
10 seconds, then relaxing.

VISUALISATION
1. Make yourself comfortable.

2.  Close your eyes and picture yourself in a peaceful place—the beach, beside a 
fireplace—it’s entirely your choice! 

3.  Concentrate on remaining in that peaceful setting for as long as you are happy to and  
then slowly open your eyes.

DEEP BREATHING
1. Lie down on your back with your head on a pillow.

2. Relax your stomach by bending your knees.

3. Place a hand on your stomach (just below your rib cage).

4.  Take a slow breath through your nose and exhale just as slowly through your mouth. 
You should feel your stomach rising and falling.

5. Continue this process until you feel relaxed.

Time Management

1. Anticipate and plan
Make good use of your student diary by writing down all assessment tasks, due dates, when you 
plan to study, any social events, etc. Try to remember that many aspects of study can take much 
longer than you anticipate, so allow some flexibility in your plan for any unforseen circumstances.

2. Make a to do list

Stress is physical, mental 
or emotional strain or 
tension. 

It is a normal biological 
function that occurs in 
reaction to emotional 
or physical threats, or 
‘stressors’, and the 
body’s inability to re-
spond appropriately 
to these. 

Stress
During high school, you will undoubtedly 
experience some levels of stress. Stress stems 
from demands that are placed on you and can be 
either positive or negative.  

Positive versus negative stress
A small level of stress can be positive as it gives 
you that extra burst of energy to complete 
assessment tasks, general homework and can even 
help you perform well in sporting activities! Once 
you actually complete what you set out to do, you 
tend to relax and continue with your day-to-day 
routine.
It is when you are unable to relax and start 
to experience physical, emotional and mental 
responses such as headaches, sadness and  
anxiety that stress becomes negative. 
An overload of stress can seriously affect your 
health (physical and emotional), productivity and 
relationships. This is certainly not beneficial to 
your academic success, which is why it is vital that 
you learn how to manage stress!

How to manage stress

Attitude 
Your attitude towards situations plays a big part 
in the direction your stress levels take.  A negative 
attitude will cause your stress levels to increase. 
To change your attitude to a more encouraging 
one, use positive self-talk. For example, rather 
than approaching an assessment task with the 
attitude, ‘I will never get this done’, a more 
positive form of self-talk would be, ‘I have worked 
through tough deadlines before, I can do it again’.

Sleep
By getting enough sleep you become more 
productive and reduce the likelihood of issues 
arising that may cause you to stress. (See page 110 
for more details.)

Healthy Eating
Eating healthily increases your physical, emotional 
and mental energy. Do not rely on caffeine and 
sugar to boost your energy levels as they will 
actually have the reverse effect. You will sleep 
poorly and experience responses associated with 
negative stress. (See page 110 for more on healthy 
eating.)

Exercise
Both instant stress relief and long-term stress 
management is provided by exercise. (See page 
110 for more details.)

Time Management
To avoid feeling overwhelmed it is important 
that you manage your time effectively. Good time 
management skills can allow you to perform 
at your maximum capacity both at school and 
at home. (See page 109 for more about Time 
Management.)

Managing stress starts with being able to 
identify its sources. The real sources of stress 
are not always obvious because it is sometimes 
easy to overlook your own thoughts, feelings 
and behaviours that can induce stress.

Textboks     GETTING THE MOST OUT OF YOUR TEXTBOOKS ExamsExams are something that nobody really looks forward to, but keep in mind, the way 
you respond to an upcoming exam is highly dependent on how prepared you are.

117

Construct a timetable
Devise a timetable in which you are able to allocate 
time for your study, rest and relaxation. Within 3-4 
weeks leading up to the exam, you should allocate 
approximately one hour of study per day for each 
subject. If the examinations of some subjects are worth 
a greater percentage of your total assessment, you 
should allocate a bit more time to them.*

Tip: Don’t study similar subjects on the same day – it 
may confuse your memory. 

What to revise
For each subject, you will need to decide what topics 
you will focus your revision on. You should make this 
decision based on the exam format. For example, if the 
exam will be based on three of the topics you have 
covered throughout the year, study at least five. 

Tip:  Get your hands on some past exam papers to get 
used to the format. Complete them in exam conditions; 
you’ll get a good sense of what you know well, and 
what you may need to spend more time revising. 

Find a good place to study
Your dedicated study area should be uncluttered, well-
lit and free from distractions. While you should get into 
the habit of studying in the same place, some students 
find it motivating to occasionally change their place of 
study to different rooms at home, the garden or even a  
public library. 

Tip:  Make sure your place of study is organised with 
everything you need, such as pens, paper, calculator, 
textbooks and notes. 

Keep a regular routine
Just like an athlete training for a special event, your 
body and mind will be at its maximum efficiency if 
you stick to a routine. The timetable you have created 
should come in handy for this. Try to go to bed at the 
same time each night and wake up at the same time 
each morning, and don’t forget to eat regular nutritious 
meals. 

Tip:  Keep a copy of your timetable on the wall above 
your desk so you can refer to it easily.

Take regular short breaks
Most people have 90 minute cycles of alertness, so 
a short break every hour or so will maximise the 
effectiveness of your study.

Tip:  Go for a quick walk down the street for some 
fresh air and to stretch your legs.

Notes
Make sure you have all of your subject notes and 
handouts in a logical order. Your teachers have given 
you everything you will need to know for the exams, 
but speak to them if you find that you have something 
missing. 

Summarise your notes under key headings and read 
over them several times. Then put your notes away and 
write down as much as you can remember about each 
topic. Once you have finished this, refer back to your 
notes and see if you have left anything out. Keep doing 
this until you feel confident that you are familiar with 
all of the information related to that topic. 

Tip:  Have someone read the key headings aloud to 
you and, one at a time, tell them everything you know 
about that topic. Let them ask you questions about 
it – you’ll refresh your own memory while teaching 
them at the same time.

Reduce your social activities 
While this can be difficult, your priorities for the weeks 
leading up to and including the exam period should be 
focused on doing the best you can with the limited 
time you have. The great news is, this will only be for 
a few weeks, and it’s a small price to pay for the great 
exam results that await you. 

Tip:  Pre-plan your social activities during this period. 
You will have something to look forward to and still 
be able to prioritise your study.

Past exam papers
Working through past exam papers is a great way to 
prepare. Not only are you learning the content of the 
subject, you are getting an idea of the way the exam 
is structured, how questions are worded and how 
problems are presented. Look for patterns between 
papers from different years. 

Answer each question without using your notes. If 
you find that you need to use them, you’ll know which 
topics you need to focus more time on when reviewing. 

Remember, you will not have your notes with you 
during an exam! You’ll gain confidence and valuable 
experience by completing the exams under exam 
conditions. Make sure you time yourself! 

Tip:  Pair-up with a friend and sit the exam together. 
Then have your friend mark your exam while you 
mark theirs. Discuss your answers.

LOANS
To borrow resources from the library collection, students will need to take the book or resource to the CIRCULATION DESK and show their 

STUDENT ID to the library staff. Resources in the library are available for differing loan periods. In general, the loan period for books is 2 

weeks, and extensions are allowed. At times, special sections of the collection may be unavailable.

AUDIO VISUAL LOANSStudents can borrow CDs, cassette tapes, radios and CD players for use in the school. This equipment is available for a ONE DAY 

LOAN. Equipment can be booked by using BookIt. The Multimedia/Data Projector can also be booked with BookIt. Both digital and 

video cameras are available for use by students on campus. The video camera can be booked for school based work off campus, 

provided students have a signed parental approval form. Students must see Ms Georgieff for instructions and the form.

RESERVATIONSStudents can reserve books or resources in the library using Oliver. The library staff will send a note to the student’s home classroom 

indicating when the book is ready to be collected.
OVERDUESIf students forget to return library books, the library will send a reminder to the student’s Home Class. If the library staff find that 

students do NOT respond after a reasonable time, our last resort is to send a letter to parents/caregivers or guardian asking for them 

to help find the book, or pay for a replacement. Further books may not be borrowed until overdues are returned. If there are any 

problems with loans, PLEASE come and speak to the library staff.

CARE OF RESOURCESStudents are asked to maintain both the library and bookroom resources in good condition, and should be aware that any damage 

to resources will need to be paid for.USE OF MOVEMENT LOGSAll students who use the library during lesson time, and are not part of a class group MUST show their movement log to the library 

staff as they enter the library. The library staff will direct students to seating or computer, if available.

COMPUTER RESOURCES IN THE LIBRARY
The computers in the library are a shared resource, and preference is given to class bookings over individual usage. Year 12 students 

have priority use of the 8 computers in the Library foyer.
OPENING TIMESThe library is open at 8:00am, Recess and Lunchtime every school day for research and personal study. The library closes at 4:00pm.

Student Absence Processif a student is unwell and needs to stay at home, or has an appointment elsewhere, the following procedures apply

THE PROCESSThe Electronic Class Rolls are checked and compared with the Late Sheet and Advised Absence list. If your name appears without a 

verified explanation, Student Services will send an SMS to your parent’s/caregiver’s mobile to confirm your absence. Mentor Group 

teachers will follow up with you once you have returned.
ABSENCE• Parents/Caregivers are requested to telephone the College before 8.30 am if you are going to be away. 

 The absentee line is open 24 hours and a message can be left by phoning 8406 5305.

• A note of confirmation about your absence should be written in your Planner upon your return to school.

• Any parent/caregiver notes informing the College of planned absences must be given to the Student Services Office through your 

Mentor Group teacher. MG teachers will advise House Co-ordinators.

LATE ARRIVAL PROCESSIf you arrive late to school you must go directly to Student Services and sign in. Failure to do so will see you marked as absent for the 

day and an SMS will be sent to your parent’s/caregiver’s mobile. Once you have signed in, you must go directly to your lesson.

Consequences of continued lateness will likely include making up time after school or on Saturday morning.

LEAVING DURING THE SCHOOL DAY
• Parents/Caregivers are required to request permission from the House Co-ordinator or Mentor Teacher for their daughter/son 

to attend an appointment during the school day, by writing a note in their daughter’s/son’s School Planner.

• The student needs to obtain the signature of their Mentor Teacher or House Coordinator. These signatures need to be arranged 

first thing in the morning.• Year 8 to Year 12 students need to sign out at Student Services when leaving for an appointment and must show the Receptionist 

the relevant signature in their Planner.  
• We strongly encourage families to arrange appointments out of school hours.

YEAR 12 STUDENTSPermission forms will be distributed to Year 12 students at the beginning of the school year. Once these forms have been completed 

and submitted to Student Services Year 12 students will be entitled to:

Library Procedures 

• Arrive at school just prior to the commencement of their first scheduled lesson. For example, if Lesson 1 is a study lesson, Year 

12 students may choose to study at home and arrive at school in time for their first timetabled lesson.

• Leave school at the conclusion of their final timetabled lesson.

Year 12 students and their families should be advised that these arrangements are a privilege, designed to better prepare our 

senior students for life beyond secondary schooling. Students who do not adhere to College expectations, will have this privilege 

withdrawn.
Please note that students ARE NOT permitted to leave College grounds at any other time throughout the school day (unless Leaving 

During the School Day procedures, as outlined above, have been followed). 

A dedicated Study Room is available to students who have Study Lessons scheduled during the day.

• The Study Room is available to students wherever a Study Lesson has been timetabled, meaning students who choose to be here 

at the beginning or end of the day have a quiet space to conduct private study.
General InformationRECESS and LUNCH BREAKS

At break time all students are to be OUTSIDE. Students are to eat in the courtyard only. There is to be no food or drink on the oval or gym.

Hot/Wet Weather: during days of excessive heat or rain, students are permitted to access indoor areas (e.g. North Building upstairs 

and downstairs, gym). Students have permission to use the Library during break times.

WORKING TOGETHER TO KEEP OUR SCHOOL ENVIRONMENT CLEAN

Each person is responsible for keeping the areas we use clean, tidy and free from litter. In this way we show respect and care for 

ourselves and for those with whom we share the areas.
COLLEGE AWARDSThroughout the year, students have the opportunity to work towards Awards in the areas of: Academic Excellence, Mentor Group 

contributions, improvement in all areas, Social Justice, Leadership, Sports, Community Service, contribution to the Spiritual life of the 

College and many more. These awards are presented at Awards Assemblies several times during the year.

AFTER SCHOOL EMPLOYMENT
Nazareth Catholic College acknowledges and accepts that many students are employed in casual part-time positions outside of school 

hours. In some circumstances this may be financially necessary, in others it is a matter of personal choice. However, we are aware 

that in some instances the demands made by such employment may conflict with students’ learning and school organisation. We, 

therefore, urge parents/caregivers to encourage their daughters/sons to arrange a suitable work schedule which does not impinge on 

any part of the school day or study commitments. In particular, the scheduled starting time for work can be problematic, ie, students 

are expected to remain at school until the end of the school day. From time to time, students may be required to be involved in various 

out-of-school-hours activities such as practices, or performances, and these too will need to be given priority.

We recognise the positive character-building value of out-of-school-hours employment and the opportunity for students to develop 

important work-related experiences and skills as well as social skills. However, from an educational perspective, we are concerned 

that students’ learning is not compromised by out-of-school-hours work commitments. Students’ education must have first priority 

with the appropriate amount of time and attention given. We are also concerned and aware that students’ lives need to be 

balanced by appropriate amounts of leisure time and rest.
STUDENTS DRIVING TO SCHOOL
Students’ requests to drive and carry passengers to and from Nazareth require a Declaration by Drivers form to be collected from the 

Deputy Principal. It is also necessary that the student driver’s licence is sighted by the Deputy Principal when the form is returned.

No student with ‘L’ plates may have permission to drive to and from school or to carry passengers.

Permission to drive and carry other passengers is only for the journey to and from school. Students are not permitted to drive, either 

themselves or other students, to school related activities during the day. 

Any student driving another student to and from school MUST have written permission to do so from the parents/caregivers of that
